hacer check-out, use this instead.

24. ¢Podria entregar la habitacion un poquito mas tarde? Could | check-out a
little later?

Quick tip: Use traer (to bring) if you’re speaking directly to the person who will bring you what you
need. For example, when you’re speaking to the maid. Use dar (to give) if it’s something that will be
immediately handed to you.

Use enviar or mandar (both mean to send) if you’re speaking with the front desk or a staff member
who will have the item(s) sent to your room.

57. No hay agua. There’s no water.

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Storing your luggage
